The Interfaith Hospitality Network (IHN) is committed to
helping homeless families and single women in our area

achieve lasting independence. We embrace, inspire and

restore the families we work with. Churches host families

for a week at a time about 4-5 times per year. St. Paul’s is a
supporting congregation to St. Mary’s in Ardmore.

Families arrive around 6 pm, have dinner and then usually

have a class (finance, parenting, etc.) or counseling. Around

6 am, they are picked up and taken to the Day Center in Norristown.

There they work on their resumes, job hunt, meet with the staff to work on their
goals to graduate from the program and the children go to school. The number
of families in the program varies, but is limited to 3. However, there can be
lots of kids at one time.

St. Paul’s supports St. Mary’s by bringing in dinner and babysitting the children
if the parents have class that night. We need folks to bring dinner, babysit
and “host” on Wednesday, Nov. 5.

People of St. Paul’s: Gordon Downing

As noted when we kicked off our People of St. Paul’s series, one way of
defining stewardship is our response to God for the gifts that God has
given to us. You will be hearing plenty about financial contributions as we
consider our financial commitments for the coming year, but contributions
of time and talents are an important part of life at St. Paul’s. That potential
for personal and community enrichment undetlies the Worship + Two
initiative. Everyone is encouraged to worship regularly and to contribute in
at least two other roles at St. Paul’s.

Those “plus two’s” can take a wide variety shapes and help make St. Paul’s
a special place. Members and visitors alike comment on the extraordinary
music program at St. Paul’s and the way that music enhances the worship
experience. This month’s spotlighted member — Gordon Downing — not
only lends his voice to the adult choir but now directs the bell choir.

What first attracted you to St. Paul’s? Jane and I had a number of
concerns with our former church, mostly revolving around changes in the
nature of the services. They went to a praise band (“modern”) service for
the 10:00 am service and had a “traditional” service at 8:30. We found the
modern (weakly liturgical) service uninspiring and the music insipid (which
I recognize is to some extent just a matter of taste), and the 8:30 service
was too eatly for us. Also the long-term organist/choir directot’s career
was winding down, and there was no near-term prospect for the regular
chorus or the bell choir continuing, which was a major concern for both of
us. When we looked at a number of other churches, we found St. Paul’s
the most welcoming, and the music blew us away. The rest is history.

When did you join St. Paul’s? We think it was at least three years ago —
might have been four.

Which volunteer activities have you been involved with? The choir
and the bell choir — both are equally fun.

Did involvement with the choirs contribute to your sense of being
part of the St. Paul’s community? Most definitely. It helped me
immensely to “break in.”

Had you been involved in bell choir before coming to St. Paul’s?
What’s it like being the director? Yes, I rang for quite a few years at my
prior church in both a regular bell choir and a quartet.
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But I am no “expert” ringer/director by any measutre and wound up as
director sort of by default when Matthew Willmann left. It’s occasionally a
fair amount of work, and there are some challenges attributable mainly to
turnover and the wide range of musical abilities of the ringers. But it’s been
largely very enjoyable. Our group are really good people — eager, constantly
learning, and just a lot of fun to work with. And I very much like the fact
that we are inter-generational, and I hope that can continue.

What advice do you have for newcomers trying to decide whether to
get further involved at St. Paul's? Just not to be shy about getting
involved. The people at St. Paul’s are very happy to welcome you into any
activity.

Thanks to Gordon from all of us for his contributions to the music which
has enriched our experience at St. Paul’s and for setting a great example
through his willingness to participate as a member new to the congregation
