Dear Friends: 
 

As I write this message for “The Chimes,” we are busy working on the liturgies and bulletins for 
Holy Week.   
 

It has been a powerful Lenten journey this year as we have traveled through the scriptures on 
Sundays and Wednesdays.  Our Wednesday evening preachers have brought us wonderful 
messages on the theme “The Lord has Anointed Me!  What Does it Mean to Be the Church?”   
 

We chose that theme because as we celebrate our 250th anniversary this year, Pastor Laura and 
I thought this was a good way to give thanks for the saints who have gone before us, and also to 
look forward in vision. 
 

Looking ahead to Holy Week worship… 
 

On Palm Sunday, March 29, both liturgies (9:00 & 10:45) will begin down in front of the 
parsonage with the Blessing of the Palms and a procession up to the church. 
 

Maundy Thursday, April 2, worship at 12 noon and 7:00 will bring us to the Last Supper with 
Jesus and his disciples.  The evening liturgy will conclude with The Stripping of the Altar and 
Chancel as all adornments are removed in preparation for Good Friday. 
 

At our Good Friday Liturgy on April 3, we will use the traditional Service of Tenebrae 
(darkness, shadows).  There will be eight candles across the altar.  As each section of the 
Passion concludes, one candle will be extinguished and the lights will be dimmed, eventually 
leaving the church in total darkness.  Worship is at 7:00 pm. 
 

Then the glory of the resurrection will be rung in on Easter Sunday, April 5, with choirs and 
brass and bells, and celebration and color and smells; with Word and Sacrament and rejoicing!  
The Easter liturgies are at 9:00 and 10:45. 
 

Please note:  the second service on both Palm Sunday and Easter will begin at 10:45.

Haydn’s “Creation” to be sung at St. Paul’s  

               on April 26 
 The culminating musical event of St. Paul’s 

250th anniversary celebration will be a festival 

performance of Franz Josef Haydn’s “Creation” on 

Sunday, April 26, at 3:00 pm. This performance will 

feature the choirs and soloists from Ardmore 

Presbyterian Church, Overbrook Presbyterian Church 

and St. Paul’s Lutheran Church, accompanied by a full orchestra under the 

direction of Gary Garletts. 

 Austrian composer Franz Josef Haydn (1732-1809) visited England 

on several occasions in the 1790’s. He came away so impressed with the 

performances of Handel’s great oratorios there that he decided to write one 

of his own, in the style of Handel, but with his more modern musical 

language.

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While in England, he came across a text of the creation, using the 

Genesis account and some of Milton’s Paradise Lost. Ironically, this text had 

been presented to Handel a generation earlier, but he did not set it to 

music.  

Haydn took the text to his friend Baron Von Swieten, who 

simultaneously prepared a working text in German (his native language) 

and English. Not surprisingly, the English text is awkward in places because 

of this. Nonetheless, but versions are authentic. 

 The original performance in 1799 was so mobbed that 30 police 

had to control the crowd outside the performance hall. In 1800 the English 

premiere was held at Covent Garden. By his death in 1809, Creation had 

been performed as far away as America and Russia. It remains Haydn’s 

most popular work, on the strength of its beautiful choruses, such as “the 

Heavens are Telling” and is imaginative musical depiction of the story of 

creation. 

 The performance is open to all. An offering will be taken, and there 

will be a reception afterward. Please join us for this memorable afternoon.

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People of St. Paul’s:  Anna Kugler, M.D. 

 

 
Recent issues of The Chimes have featured members who have embraced 
the Worship + Two initiative.  The impetus for that initiative is to 
encourage everyone to worship regularly and to contribute in at least two 
other roles at or through St. Paul’s.  During St. Paul’s 250-year history there 
have been members who have embraced that idea in ways that stand as an 
inspiration to all of us. 

One of those forebears is Anna Kugler (you might know her for the room 
with the comfy couches that bears her name), a life-long member of St. 
Paul’s whose life was infused with her commitment to bring healthcare and 
the Christian message to the people of India.  Where possible this spotlight 
brings Anna to life in her own words. 

When did you join St. Paul’s? Anna was a life-long member of St. Paul’s.  
Her father Charles Kugler was an active member for over 50 years, 
including a 34 year stint on the board of trustees (now Congregation 
Council).  Charles Kugler died in 1879, the same year Anna Kugler received 
her Doctor of Medicine degree from Women’s Medical College in 
Philadelphia. 

Where did the inspiration to become a medical missionary come 
from?  “I scarcely recall a time when religion was not my calling in life, but 
the visit of a Baptist missionary to St. Paul’s when I was still a girl focused 
the nature of that calling.  I came home from that lecture and said simply, 
‘I’ll go.’” 

Were there obstacles to realizing that calling?  Women doctors were 
uncommon at that time but her family was encouraging.  After medical 
school Anna worked briefly with the poor in Philadelphia then spent two 
years as first assistant physician of the State Asylum for the Insane in 
Norristown.  But her desire to be a medical missionary prevailed and in 
1882 she applied to the Lutheran Board of Foreign Missions to be sent 
abroad.  The Women’s Missionary Society was reluctant to send a medical 
missionary but agreed to send Anna as a teaching missionary.  From the day 
of her arrival in India she both taught and provided critically needed  
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medical care.  Within two years she opened a dispensary and later a hospital 
which now bears her name. 

Was there a special role in women’s healthcare?  Indian women would 
not seek care from male physicians in government clinics.  “The condition 
of the women in India is an argument for woman’s work.  Ignorant, 
superstitious, caste-bound, the slave of man’s passions, the victim of child-
marriage and enforced widowhood – this is the condition of most women 
in India.  Only by the elevation of her mothers and daughters can India 
hope to attain to the heights of true civilizations; that civilization which 
recognizes woman as an equal not an inferior.” 

How did your missionary role relate to your medical mission?  “A 
medical missionary finds an avenue to the hearts of those who have 
hitherto steeled themselves against the missionary.  The ideal medical 
missionary is one who being thoroughly equipped medically has dedicated 
that equipment and that enthusiasm to the service of Christ to be used in 
winning souls for Him.  I did nothing.  Christ did it all.” 

Any other thoughts or ideas to share?  The hospital’s motto was 
“Ourselves your servants for Jesus’ sake.” 
Anna Kugler fell ill from exhaustion and returned to Lower Merion for two 
years to recuperate.  Despite suffering from anemia, she returned to India 
to carry on her work and died three years later in India, bringing an end to 
47 years of service as the first medical missionary of the Evangelical 
Lutheran Church.  She was buried in India; a memorial to her stands in the 
St. Paul’s Cemetery.
