Thirty women, including members of Saint Paul’s, daughters, sisters and
friends attended this year’s women’s retreat on Friday evening and
Saturday, January 19 and 20 at the Franciscan Spiritual Center in Aston,
PA. Saint Paul’s Women’s Retreats were initiated by former pastor Julie
DeWerth in 1998 so this is our 19th retreat. We welcomed four first-time
participants this year: Laurie DeWarf, Runa Kennedy, Claudia Muller and
Gail Rueht!

This year’s retreat was led by The Rev. Linnéa Clark and the topic was

“Common Ground: Encounters Between Islam and Christianity.” The

retreat participants explored the beliefs and practices of Islam and their
surprising commonalities with Christianity.
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Rev. Linnéa Clark is the pastor of St. John’s Lutheran
Church in Melrose Park, PA. A native of western
Massachusetts, Pastor Clark earned Bachelor

of Arts and Master of Divinity degrees from Yale
University. She serves on the board of the Cheltenham
Area Multifaith Council and is an advocate for inter-
religious understanding. Pastor Clark is also a musician
and liturgical writer and composer. She lives in Melrose
Park with her three cats.

The retreat opened on Friday night with
worship and an introductory session Muhammad’s life followed by
fellowship which included refreshments and games brought by the
participants. The program continued on Saturday with morning and
afternoon sessions, breakfast and lunch in the Center’s cafeteria, and ended
at 3pm following closing worship.
